6.) To examine Montana laws related to family violence and consider possible revision to those laws.
7.) To revisit trauma-informed care and learn about methods to reduce trauma within families. 
8.) To introduce MT Dept. of Corrections Victim Services program serving traumatized victims, their concerns, lethality, risks, and safety.

9.) To present examples of and encourage community collaboration in developing and supporting local resources and programs.
